Resolution on Haiti

Adopted at the Conference to Build the African Socialist International

July 17-18, 2004, London

We, Africans living all over the globe, having been awakened to the fact that our brothers and sisters living in Haiti have been and are still the object of the most vicious and persistent attacks by Euro-American forces; 

Having learned how Africans in Haiti were terrorized and ransomed at gunpoint to the tune of 150 million gold francs by the state of France between the years of 1825 through 1947;

Having learned how, in the very year of the Bicentennial of our beloved Haitian Revolution, which was the first to break the chains of white colonial slavery in the Americas, the vengeful and racist governments of France and the United States of North America joined forces to kidnap and deport the constitutional Haitian Head of State, his Excellency, President Jean-Bertrand Aristide, and then proceeded to establish an illegal and murderous occupation of the sovereign territory of Haiti;

We, Africans from all over the globe, vigorously condemn these racist atrocities committed against our brothers and sisters in Haiti. 

We demand the restoration of Haiti’s only legitimate president, his Excellency, Jean-Bertrand Aristide, to office.

We demand that the restitution by France to Haiti of all the funds they have stolen from Haiti, including the 1825 "Charles X" ransom of 150 million gold francs (today worth over $22 billion U.S.) extorted from Haiti at gunpoint as payment for having won independence.

We demand restitution from the United States of North America for all of the loot stolen from the Haitian treasury by the U.S. government during the occupation of Haiti between 1915 and 1934 by the U.S. Marines. 

We call on Africans who are serving in the US and French occupation armies, as well as those serving in their allies' armies in Haiti, to disobey orders and join the African resistance to defeat the colonial occupation of Haiti.
